Although Missouri’s General Assembly is not in session until January, there is still a great deal of business to be conducted by your legislators.  One of the upcoming opportunities arrives on December 1, which is the first day that legislators can file bills for consideration during the 2011 session.  
Each year that I am privileged to serve as your state representative, my office will be sending a legislative issues survey to the citizens of the 109th District.  This gives me valuable feedback to guide my votes and legislative priorities while representing each of you. Several months ago, we issued the 2010 survey, and I am grateful to have received over 1200 responses to this point.  As promised, I have pledged to share the results of that survey with my constituents so that you can hold me accountable in my representation of you. Question 1: What should Missouri do regarding implementation of a 


statewide smoking ban?

Implement a ban in all public places: 36.4%

Adopt a ban with exemptions for certain businesses: 20.2%
